3 TOP TENNIS TIPS

Tennis tips from the coach of Sampras

Keeping the Ball in play!
Simply said, we all need to keep the ball in play. Getting the racket back early and moving your feet are key ingredients to having this task accomplished. Keep the feet going, stay on your toes and react to the shot coming at you to get in that optimal striking position. 


Returning the serve
Keep it simple- good height and depth will create plenty of problems for your opponent. It will make the target for them to hit to much smaller. They are far back in the court and you are on the baseline— which creates an offensive mode for you.

Serving for Safety
Make sure you keep your serve thoughts simple. Toss up in a consistent manner and a simple fluid motion through contact. Make sure you have a consistent serve before you worry too much about speed. The consistent ball toss will create the opportunity for good rhythm and also allow you good margin for error.

FOOT FAULT RULE

A 'foot fault' is called if any of the following happens before the ball is struck: 

· The feet touch the ground inside the baseline 

· The feet touch the wrong side of the centre mark 

· The feet touch the wrong side of the imaginary extension of the sideline. 

A foot fault is the same as a fault on a serve so the player is given the chance of a second serve.
