Tournament Rules Summer 2011
1.
If you are unavailable for finals day – please do not enter.
2.
There will be a draw for partners in the Ladies, Mens and Mixed Doubles.

3.
All matches must normally be played at the weekend on Tewin Tennis Club 

courts.  However, with the agreement of all four players, other arrangements
can be made.  Tournament matches may be booked up to 21 days in advance

for matches starting after 1pm on Saturdays and Sundays during the 

tournament period (in bookable slots of 1 ½ hours).  Please note that tournament 

matches have no priority during the week or on Saturday or Sunday mornings 

when the normal 7 day advance booking rule will apply.

4.
Competitors will be responsible for arranging their own matches – email could be the most convenient method.
5.
The top name(s) in the pairing will be responsible for contacting the oponent(s), at least one week in advance, to offer dates/times to play the match.

6.
Whilst it is hoped that matches will be arranged by mutual agreement, if an


opponent is unable to make any of the three dates/times offered, the top


name(s) will receive a walk-over.

7.
Competitors should arrive in good time to allow for a brief knock-up of no


more than 10 minutes.  Any competitor arriving more than 10 minutes late


will be scratched if their opponents claim the walk-over.

8.
Matches in rounds up to the finals will be 2 sets with a tie-breaker at 6-6.


If matches reach 1 set all, a final tie-breaker shall be played. Finals will be


the best of 3 sets with a tie-breaker at 6-6 in each set.

9.
Matches should be played to a conclusion even if it means extending into the


next time slot.

10.
Any competitor who knows they will be unable to play a match (for


example because of unforeseen events) should scratch at match point in


the previous round.

11.
The winner of each match is responsible for entering the result on the draw


sheet on the notice board outside the clubhouse.

12.
The semi-final round must be completed at least a week before finals day and 
details completed on the draw sheet so that finals day arrangements can be made. It is up to finals day players to find out the time of their slot by looking at the notice-board on the clubhouse or court board. This information may also be on the website.
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
